They submitted a letter of conditional
support to the City Planning Board noting the following key issues:

1. MNA will review and provide input on the design of Turner Park.

2. Farnam Street will be converted to two-way traffic.

3. MNA will be alowed to request use of Turner Park for Midtown community
events as approved by the City of Omaha Parks Department.

4. The developer will incorporate signage/kiosk for other Midtown attractions and
historical didtricts.

5. MNA will review and provide input on pedestrian elements including but not
limited to: crosswalks, sidewalks and lighting.
