Starting in the winter of 2010-2Q1 Omaha will be enforcing recently enacted snow geray parking regulations.
These regulations impact how and where cars can be parked on residential streets east of 72nd Street. D
declared snow emgency cars must park on the odd number side of the street on odd calendar dates, and t
number side on even calendar dates.The south and east sides of streets contain odd numbers and the nor
sides of streets have even numbers. No parking zones indicated by the sign "No Parking - This Side of Blo
waived during a snow enggncy The odd/even side parking rules apply (the parking ban will be conditionally li
during a snow emgency Parking is permitted on the side of the street that is posted in this manner in accor
with the odd/even side parking rules).

regard to liquor outlets by using land-use, or zon
ordinances. Nebraska statute gives express
direction to the state to consider local zoning
ordinances when granting liquor licenses.

The ordinance will have conditions in place that
align with our community standard&’e may
choose, for instance, to reinstate a distance
restriction from churches to liquor outlets. The
state just removed this restriction.

We continue to be thankful for those who share
their time and energy with us as we work to m3
this ordinance a realityVe hope by spring to havg

the ordinance before the Omaha City Council.
Although, we’re getting closer to crafting the
ordinance, therg'still work to be done. Bottom

line, the ordinance will not be successful withouf
the help of all of you.
